
Squares: didactic music for a solo instrument (2008)

Each of the eight sections consists of 9 phrases of 9 notes. These formations are musical
equivalents of what are known as Latin Squares, a phenomenon first explained by Leonhard
Euler. The music allows you to hear lovely symmetries, all notes equally frequent and to learn
something about Latin squares at the same time. Duration about 10 minutes, 10€.
